Discussion
· Account evaluating PGT-A testing and wants to add provision for members aged 35 and older and looking for the earliest effective date possible for member undergoing IVF
· Account made an authorization exception for one member
· Have been discussing this with the account for the past 3-4 years
· PGT-A test is not a service that is covered under the plan, but we do have accounts that offer benefits as enhanced fertility benefits.
· Account covers IVF for preferred provided and do not require demonstration of infertility
· PGTA test is still considered investigational
· EMD has a division associated with reproductive health and make the medication that uses to achieve pregnancy
· Other states health plan will do PGT-A testing form members over 38. 
· PGT A is experimental and not proven to be effective. The account has some members that are older and trying to stay competitive. The account makes medication that many women use to infertility 
· Age 35 is clinically more appropriate instead of opening this to everyone.
· There is a separate prior auth requirement for PGT-A and these are reviewed manually looking for rider.
· PGTA is usually separated from IVF. Not a heavy lift.
· There is a biopsy code (policy 88) and there is a specific code we use 81228 with a separate auth request that comes in with IVF.
· Typically, is done as a dual package that member is undergoing IVF and the request for PGT-a test, they are typically together. This is rare to see the request for PGT-a test without undergoing IVF.
· We did not code anything for other codes because it has always been a NOC code. There is a specific code billed from the lab, but we don’t see this code. 
· Benefit Coding will need the code so there is no coding in place currently. Jenna can provide the codes.
· This will require a new rider.
· Approved to offer, the earliest effective date is 10/1/24.
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
