Discussion
· Request does not need to be retroactive to 5/1 will be effective 01.01.2025
· We have done this for other accounts for all breast imaging services, this is the easiest way to implement.
· Recommendation is that this includes all breast health imaging services (MRI, ultrasounds, X-rays)
· Ultrasound would be one type of services; this is the focus, but open to looking at including all breast imaging
· FMHP caution where we are increasing medical/surgical care, there are concerns and account should consult with their legal counsel.
· Account thinks the members are not getting the services that they need by avoiding the ultrasound.
· Ultrasound is not clinically indicated for breast screening. 
· Because mammograms are not effective for dense breast members want to do an ultrasound
· We did this for Hologic for breast health imaging – anything related to breast health, MRI, x-ray, ultrasounds)
· If the services are not medically necessary, we might need an indemnification and direction that they want to move forward.
· Typically, breast screenings are not done as ultrasound but if an ultrasound is required, it is typically requested with a medical diagnosis.
· Under PPO we do not standardly pay for ultrasounds when they are billed as screening.
· If we approve this for screening, would that open up BCBSMA to providing services that are not medically necessary and do we need to indemnify the company 
· Several accounts have similar riders in place.
· Some of the National Grid plans (retiree plans) is exempt from MHPAEA.
· Operationally we can administer concerns on MFHP and cost share.
· Approved to offer with conditions.
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
